· Participants introduce themselves to the group and state their relationship to the youth

II. Purpose of the Meeting

III.   Confidentiality

· The youth gives permission to the attendees, including the social worker, to speak freely.  
· Participants agree that what is said during the meeting is confidential.

       IV.  Strengths Assessment

· Each participant identifies the youth’s strengths.

        V.  Goals/Needs

· Social Relationships:  Family, friends, circle of support, faith based support, school staff

· Extra Curricular Activities:  Volunteer options, Clubs, School events, Sports, Performing Arts, Leadership, Job training, development, and Community organization

· Academics:  Grades, Attendance, Test scores, Special Education, Discipline, Tutoring/Academic Supports, and Interventions or Acceleration Programs

· Dependency Case:  Case plan timeline, Health (Mental/Physical Health, Medication, and Visual/Hearing)

· Future Goals:  Career Options, Post-Secondary dreams, Vocational dreams/goals, High School programs 
VI. Review Plan

· The facilitator(s), social worker and other participants return to the youth’s plan.  If needed, further explanations or revisions may be requested at this time.  A follow-up meeting may be scheduled.
